
Mark Your Calendars – LCAA Annual Luncheon

The LCAA Annual Luncheon will be held on Wednesday, January 16 starting at
noon at the Glenmore Country Club Clubhouse. This is a new location, thanks
to Linda Scott, a member of the LCAA Board. Please reserve your space for
this event by sending an e-mail to Linda at lscott@glenmorecountryclub.com
by January 9. Cost for the luncheon is $30.

The keynote speaker for the event will be
former Governor Gerald L. Baliles. Baliles is
the director of the University of Virginia’s
Miller Center of Public Affairs. The Miller
Center is the leading nonpartisan institution
dedicated to studying U.S. national and
international policy, with a special emphasis
on the American presidency. Baliles’ tenure
as Virginia’s 65th governor from 1986 to 1990
was marked by dramatic success in trade
and economic development for the common-
wealth. Baliles was known as Virginia’s
“transportation governor” because of the
premium he placed on improving transporta-
tion in the state. In education, Baliles was
able to increase teacher salaries to within $400 of the national average. In
1989, he hosted the nation’s governors in Charlottesville for President George
H.W. Bush’s summit on education and has always been a staunch supporter
of higher education. Under his leadership, Virginia’s per-capita income rose to
the highest in the South and ninth highest in the nation. Baliles also pursued a
vigorous environmental agenda and has a history of involvement in efforts to
clean up the Chesapeake Bay. He was appointed in 2004 to chair a 15-mem-
ber blue-ribbon panel charged with
finding funding to help the cleanup
and was named conservationist of
the year by the Chesapeake Bay
Foundation in 2005. Since then, he
has been a partner in the Rich-
mond-based law firm of Hunton &
Williams, and has specialized in
aviation and international law.
Baliles, is a 1967 graduate of
U.Va.’s School of Law.

Other activities at the luncheon will
include the election of officers and
directors for the LCAA Board for
2008, a preview of the LCAA
website to be launched in 2008, and
the presentation of the Leader’s
Leader Award.

At their “Leadership in Action” session on Novem-
ber 16 at the Omni Hotel, members of the current
LC class selected focus areas for their community
projects. Project ideas were presented by local
civic organizations, and additional ideas were
generated by the class participants. The class
ultimately selected six projects, and divided into
teams to design and implement the projects over
the next six months. Teams will present their
projects in May 2008. The six projects are:

• An intergenerational book focusing on
aspects of local history and linking seniors
with children or youth

• Financial literacy education for high
school youth

• A toolkit for home visits to senior citizens
• Mentorship program for Computers 4 Kids
• Access to health care for the homeless

through the First Street Church Project
• Creating educational art on the ground using

stencils for activities with young children
